PRESIDENT'S  ADDRESS 
In rising to review briefly the year just closed, I am glad to find 

cause for satisfaction and thankfulness rather than for discontent and 
depression. 

FOREIGN SITUATION: 

When speaking to you a year ago I remarked on the improved out- 
look abroad which at that time seemed apparent. There bas followed, dur- 
ing the past year, in the Locarno agreements, a further advance in the 
direction of lasting peace in Europe. 

The newdetermination far peace and co-operation rather than for 
distrust and conflict, which made these agreements possible, is significant 
of the trend of thought in Europe. We can only hope that so great an ex- 
ample will be followed by other nations. 

In the economic field the re-establishment by the United Kingdom 
of the gold standard was undoubtedly the event of the year. This action 
under all the circumstances existing a t  the time, and following the refunding 
of her war debts to the linked States, can only be regarded as a great ex- 
ample of financial integrity and courage, and an inspiration to us in dealing 
with our relatively small difficulties. 

DOMESTIC SITUATION: 

In our own country fair pronress has been made in inan) important 
respects. Our primary industries have, for the most part, enjoyed a good 
year. wth  increased output and h r  profits. 

Field craps are valued at over One billion one hundred million 
Dollars, the highest since 1920. TO this splendid total our wheat crop of 
422 million bushels-the second largest and the most valuable in our history 
-contributed over 466 millions in value. The total grain crop is estimated 
at 800 million Dollars-19 per cent. over 1924. 

Our totnl production of mmerals for I92j is estimated at 228 millions 
-nearly lo  per cent. over that of 1 9 2 ~ .  Culd productmn continues to in- 
crease at the rate of j to 6 mdlions yearly. Pulp and paper continuesto show 
a satishctory increase, production of paper lor the lo  months of 1925 betng 
eleven per cent. over the previous year, and very nearly equal to Untted 
States production for the sarue period. 

The one important exception to the general trend in 1925 is the 
lumbering industry which is still suffering from wer-production, particularly 
in nritwh Colurnb~n. Periodical ovcr-production is inherent in the lumber 
business, and can be avoided only thraigh co-operation and regulation from 
within. 

u ~ l d ~ n g  construction shows an increase, particularly during the 
latter rt  ' of ' the year. The condition of the building industry is one of the 
best barometers of business conditions generally. 

Our foreign trade for the 1 2  months ending 31st October aggrrgated 
over 2 billions, an  increase of 168 millions for the year, and mly exceeded 
during the years of inflated prices, 1y18 to I#,ZI. 

Our exportsmake a particularly good showing-an increase of 122 
millions, while at the same time imports increased 46 millions. 

Banking assets in Canada have reached the huge total of z billion 340 
million. Deposits in Canada, other than Government Deposits, have in- 
creased in rz months 168 millions.

Commercial loans in Canada show a decrease of 76 millions. The 
decrease in commercial loans is sometimes the subject of comment, as in- 
dicating lessened activity. This interpretation is not in harmony with the 
direct evidence available on this point. We are inclined to say that the 
decrease is the result of continued liquidation of debts, the publlc financing 
by industrial corporations, and the smaller volume of money used in the 
handling of our Western grain crops through the operation ofgraln pools. 

Gross railway earnings for eleven months of 1925 are maintained and 
slightly increased, and at the same time a substantial saving in expenses 
was made, making the net profits nearly 30 per cent. over the previous year. 

All these items to which I bave referred are on the favorable side, 
showing, I think, that private enterprise is doing its part successfully. Cor- 
porations and individual business men are effecting economies and increas- 
ing their efficiency. When we come to matters controlled by our governing 
bodies, the showing is less satisfactory. 

Taxation continues at the peak. If we are to make an impression 
upon our war debt, we do not see how federal taxation in one form or another 
can be cut down in the near future. We, however, feel that the country 
will submit to the present level of taxation provided it is seen that our debts 
are being paid. A reduction of zg millions in thenet federal debt is noted. 
I t  is a relatively small amount, but a movement in the right direction. 
Municipal taxation, never so high as at the present time, can he borne with 
less administration. patience, since it is, to aconsidemble extent, the result of extravagant 

Immigration continues to be disappointing. Before the war we re- 
ceived as many as 400 thousand new arrivals in a year. The movement 
was necessarily suspended and has been difficult to revive. Our farmers 
suffered very severely from uneven deflation, and for this and other reasons 
there has been no rush to the land. Fanning, however, is now mare pros- 
perous and attractive, and we hope for better results. although themovement 
may not be very rapid. New arrivals cannot he assimilated with good 
chances for their success quite so easily as was the case in earlier years. 

Our National railways have made a better showing than in any year 
since they were taken over. This is a subject much discussed. There 
are those who express the opinion that the system will never be made to pay 
under any circumstances as a Government-owned property, while those who 
advocate the principle of State ownership and operation, advance the op- 
posite view. But, whether as a public or private enterprise, the obvious 
need is for increased business, which requires more population, which in 
turn means more production, more home consumption and greater foreign 
trade. 

The thing to do is to build the country up to the roads by reviving 
!he flow ofpeople which was checked by the war, and by every other means 
In our power. This, we believe, is the only satisfactory remedy for the 
present situation. Conditions are favorable at the present time, and it can 
be done. 

During the past few years we have passed through the most severe 
crisis in the history of Canada. The aftermath of the war brought prob- 
lems of deflation in prices and in world trade such as bave never before been 
witnessed, and from the effects of which Canada could not escape. In 
seven years we have witnessed over 14 thousand failures in this country, 
with total liabilities of over 325 millions. That we have survived without 
lasting damage to our financial and credit structure is largely because Can- 
adian Banking in the main was in a sound condition, and able to extend 
consideration and assistance to Canadian business, as well as to absorb the

considerable losses which fell to their share. This situation is now well 
liquidated, and Canada is moving on into a new era, a new cycle, which 
should mean better trade conditions and better profits for all industry, and 
in this forward movement the banks are prepared to do their part insofar as 
it will mean sound development. 

As a country we have many big problems to face, hut none more im- 
portant at this time than that of Government. Most of our big questions are 
directly connected with Government administration and policies, and it is 
probably not too much to say that our future will he made or marred by the 
legislative acts of our parliamentary representatives during the next few 
years. The situation is one deserving the very serious study of every 
patriotic Canadian. 

turn in^ now to our own immediate affairs, you wll see that u,e have 
had a reasonably good year; our position i s  strong, and we are abltr to enter 
upon another perwd with conridence, in our abtljty tu &ive the incremng 
number of our customers the h i t  possible bmklng aervm. 

The provisions of the Bank Act require that one of our auditors be 
changed every two years. Mr. J. J. Rohson of .Montreal, who has acted 
as one of your auditors for the past two years is retiring this year, and the 
name of Mr. A. B. Shepherd, C.A., of the firm of Peat, Marwick, Mitchell 
& Company, will be proposed in his place. 

Mr. Robson has given excellent service during his term of office. 

Before moving the adoption of the report, I will ark the General 
Manager to address you, giving you more particular information with regard 
to the important items in the statement which has been submitted to you. 

GENERAL MANAGER'S ADDRESS: 
The Annual Statement presented to you today is the Seventieth is- 

sued by this Hank since its incorporation in 1855. 

Having passed three score years and ten, it may be appropriate at 
this time to look hack into our history and note the progress which has 
been made. 

The first fifty years cover a period of comparatively small things in 
banking, and as late as IPS our total assets stood at only Thirty-two mil- 
lions. We have now reached One hundred and ten millions, and this 
growth has been achieved without mergers or amalgamations with other 
hanks. It may come as a surprise to some of you to learn that in the com- 
paratively short period of twenty years we have multiplied ourassets nearly 
three and a halftimes. Net profits have not increased in like proportion, 
but in the same interval our dividends have been increased from 10% to 
12% we have been able to take care of the higher expenses and taxe to  
which we are subject in these days, and also to provide reasonable depreci- 
ation on our real estate and other assets.

The policy of addin* little by little from our earnings to our Reserve 

Fund, which has been con&tently followed over a long period of years, is 
amply justified by present day conditions. I t  is the savings of past years 
rather than the profits of the present which make our position and earning 
power comfortable today. 

You willnotire that our deposits have increnscd d u r q  the year by 
approxmatcly Seven mallions, represented by a general increase in accounts 
at praetxally all our brmchrs.

I t  is interesting to note that a fair proportion of this increase is sup- 
plied by Western country hranches-the direct result of good crops in that 
part of the country and good prices which have prevailed both this year and 
last. 

LIQUID ASSETS. 
Cash and other readily available assets, including call loans fully 

secured by high-class bonds and Stock Exchange collateral, together with 
securities owned by the Bank, amount to over Fifty-nine millions, or 59.94% 
of all liabilities to the public. 

SECURITIES: 
Investments and securities on the date of the statement amounted to 

close to Thirty millions, which is higher by Seven millions than a year ago. 

These investments are of the highest class, being largely Government 
and Municipal obligations, and give us a good average return during the 
period of deflation and readjustment through which we are passing. l am 
glad to say, however, there are indications that we are moving, perhaps 
slowly, towards greater business activity in this country, and when the time 
comes we shall gladly reduce the amount of our investments and place the 
funds as required at the disposal of sound, well-managed Canadian enter- 
prises, where they will more effectually assist in the development and ex- 
pansion of our trade. 

COMMERCIAL LOANS: 
Other current loans and discounts in Canada, after making full pro- 

vision for all bad and doubtful debts, stand at Forty-seven million Dollars 
in round figures, Three million Dollars under a year ago. This decrease is 
almost entirely in the Western Division, that section of the country having 
used less money than during the previous year. 

We are glad to be able to again report that our loans and discounts 
are exceptionally clean and good. The amount of unsatisfactory business 
on our books is a t  the minimum, and losses during the year have been very 
small. 

The tot?] under the heading of Hank I'remises stands at $32.000 leas 
than a year ago. \Ve have, d u m g  the period, acquired suitable premises 3t 
Calyary, and have erected cred~tahle buildings at Sudhury :tnd \Yatrrloo. 
Ontario. These expenditures have been ahsorhed by our apprnpriat~onsfor 
depreciation. 

We now awn our own buildings a t  124 points out of a total of 166. 

PROFITS: 
The Profit and Loss account speaks far itself. There has been a 

moderategain over the previous year, and we have felt justified in transfer- 
ring One million Dollars to Rest, this account now standing at Seven mil- 
lion Dollars, or 140% of the paid up Capital. 

The hook value of your shares now stands a t  246. I can only add 
that this figure represents conservative valuations and that your Bank is in 
a sound and prosperous condition. 

In these days you are flooded with facts and figures, and economic 
reviews, and I want to add as little as possible to the indigestible mass of 
such material. Perhaps, however, you will he interested in a few compara- 
tive figures reflecting the progress of Canadian business over a period of 
twenty to twenty-five years:

Dollar values have, of course, changed during this period, hut after 
making allowance for this it is quite clear that we have been by no means 
standing still. 

One cannot estimate the advance which will be made in the second 
quarter of what wechoose to call Canada's Century. It should be greater 
than the past quarter, but will be just what we make it, and, in particular, 
what our statesmen make it. 

As a country we have difficulties to meet, and the need is for strong 
and independent leadership and such management of our public affairs as 
will assure balanced budgets, lower taxation, and at the same time bring 
about steady and substantial reductions in our national debt. All this is by 
no means impossible, nor beyond the ability and resourcefulness of our 
statesmen, if untrammelled by considerations of party and office. 

Questions of political controversy are best avoided on an  occasion 
of this kind, but I believe our political situation is the one question of grave 
concern. Exceot at  the outbreak of the war in rwa. there has not been a . .. 
time when the rk~~onsibilities of our statesmen were heavier, nor a time 
when there wasgreater need that every question should be considered and 
decided from the standpoint of good business rather than from the stand- 
point of good politics. 

In closing my remarks I venture to suggest that in any event \ye 

should not fall into the habit of studying our difficulties through the small 
end of the telescope, and viewing our advantages through the big end. We 
should, instead, value all factors in our situation fairly, and carry on re- 
sourcefully and cbeelrully to accomplish the great destiny in which we all 
believe. 

INSPECTION: 
The Headoffice and branches have been inspected during the year 

by our own staff, and your auditors, Mr. D. McK. McClelland of Price, 
Waterhouse & Company, and Mr. J. J. Robson of Robson & Ritchie, Mont- 
real, whore certificate is appended to the statement, have made their cus- 
tomary thorough examination of our affairs. 

STAFF: 
It is always a pleasure to refer to the work of the staff. The good 

results which we are able to put before you today are largely due to their 
enthusiasdand loyalty, and their sense of duty to the Bank and to the 
public.
