Perheps the most important fac-
tor, however, in drifging me to this decision wes the
comparative isolation of Hontreal and the smallness of
things here which will make 1t possible to devote less
time to administration and more to my own particular
scientific interests.

I need not enumerate my regrets, for they are
many, in not coming to Philadelphia. I told you and
I told Dr., Gregg that I would make up my mind before
any decision was mede by the Rockefeller people, aznd I
have now done so. It is perfectly obvious that if the
cGill application for help from the Rockefeller is re-
Jected, they will not be able to develop the scheme on
their own. In that case I suppose I shall have to lie
in the bed that I have made.
